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SUMMARY

A review of studies, presentations and reports of the Regional Office for Europe of the World Health Organization (WHO) devoted to the
experience of European countries in the formation of cross-border eHealth and the use of quality management tools for medical activities to
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reduce risks when introducing innovative solutions in health systems was carried out. In order to comprehensively assess the information
received, a SWOT analysis was fulfilled — an analysis of strengths (S), weaknesses (W), opportunities (O) and threats (T), internal and external
factors that influenced the development of cross-border eHealth in the European Union. It is shown that in European countries with a developed
health care system, the leading direction in building cross-border e-Health are innovative technologies and advanced solutions aimed at
improving the interaction of medical systems: Electronic Health Record (EHR), Health Information Exchange (HIE), Telemedicine Technologies
(Telehealth), and Personal Health Records (PHR). The analysis of the strengths and weaknesses of this technologies, as well as the main
problems that have affected the transition to eHealth and the implementation of information and communication technologies in medical
organizations of European countries has revealed common factors and patterns that can be taken into account for the digital transformation

of the health system in the Russian Federation.
